Holiday Tips  

 Music — Music can excite or calm. Choose calming tapes or 

music on the radio for your child to listen to while playing 

during the holidays. Drawing or painting to soft peaceful  

music usually has a calming effect on children. 

 Reading — As you read holiday or seasonal stories to your   

children this time of year, remember to incorporate some of the 

following learning opportunities.  

 RECALL —– Ask your children the following day about a story 

that you read to them the day before.  What happened in the 

story? Etc. 

 PREDICTING - As you read a story, stop once in a while and 

ask your children what they think will happen next.  Later discuss 

if they were correct or not.   

  ENDING CHANGES – After reading a story, ask your children if 

they could think of different ways the story could have ended.

Dip and Dye Snowflakes 

 

Materials:  Cone or square-
shaped coffee filters (or 
paper towels cut in circles 
or squares),  Scissors, 
Small bowls of dye 
(diluted food coloring or 
strong tempera paint) 

Directions:  

1. Fold coffee filters or 
paper-towel circles or 
squares in half, quarters, 
thirds, and so on. 

 2. Dip them into a bowl of 
dye, blot, open up, and let 
dry.  

3. When dry, fold again 
and make snowflakes by 
cutting small shapes along 
the folded edges.  

4. Use the snowflakes as 
a holiday decoration; tape 
them to your window or 
your child's bedroom door.
